ISACA established the IT Governance Institute (ITGI - www.itgi.org) in 1998 as a non-profit, independent research entity to help ensure that IT delivers value; risks are mitigated through alignment with enterprise objectives; IT resources are properly allocated; and IT performance is measured.
ITGI developed Control Objectives for Information and related Technology (COBIT) and more recently, Val IT, complementing COBIT.  Val IT addresses the questions : “Are we doing the right things ?” and “Are we getting the benefits?” while COBIT concentrates on “Are we doing them the right way?” and “Are we getting them done well?”

Mr. Richard Brisebois – a Principal IT Audit Services of the Office of the Auditor General of Canada (OAG), and his Team, used Val IT principles in a recent ground-breaking performance audit of IT investments at the Canada Revenue Agency.

Richard will take us through the observations and conclusions of this audit and describe the challenges and rewards of using Val IT as an audit tool.  He will also provide a future glimpse of how the observations may impact other federal government departmental IT investments, especially in these more challenging economic times.

Mr. Brisebois has also served on several Committees at ISACA International – among these the CISA Test Enhancement Committee; the CISA Certification Board; and the ISACA Assurance Committee; and will update the audience on current and planned future initiatives at International.
